Set-Up Box Terminology

The lower part of a set-up box.

The part of a printed sheet that extends beyond the trim edge of a sheet.

A logo or image which is stamped without ink or metallic leafing. This will leave a base relief effect.
A complete set that includes both a base and a lid.

The thickness of the paper that is shown in mils (thousandths of an inch).

The basic stock in most set-up boxes. It is a combination of recycled paper virgin kraft.

Placing the lids on the bases.

Paper with a smooth surface coating.

Usually a brass plate which applies foil and embosses and flat stamps simultaneously.

The process of removing the excess corner material from either the board or the wrap.

The process of cutting special shapes into boxes, inserts or paper.

The process in which paper is pressed between metal dies to create an image in relief.

A thin layer of metal applied to paper or board to make metallic papers.

The method and/or joint used to attach a lid to a base.

An imprinting method in which metals or pigmented foils are applied to a sheet with a heated metal die.
Any construction of board, vacform etc. placed or attached into a box to hold a product in place.
A paper or board containing unbleached wood pulp which is brown in color.

A plain or printed piece of paper attached to a box (lid or base).

The top portion of a set-up box.

The process of covering a lid with a paper wrap so that the edges of the wrap receive the adhesive.
A dull paper finish without gloss or lustre.

A tray inserted in a base to form a shoulder box, attached by adhesive and extending above the base.
Placing trays or covers of the same size or boxes of varying sizes, one within another.

Papers commonly used as wraps in the manufacture of set-up paper boxes: stock,

kraft, UV or aqueous coatings, foils, embossed or printed.

Slotted or folded pieces of boxboard fitted together to form a series of compartments and then
placed in a box without glue to create sections.

Construction of two or more boards glued together to yield a thicker board.

Poly vinyl chloride, a clear plastic used in making see-through lids.

A paper box of rigid construction formed or “set-up” ready for use, as distinguished

from a folding carton or a corrugated shipping container.

Making an impression or crease in a box blank to facilitate bending or folding.

A tube with one or more ends open and made of SBS, recycled paperboard,

or vinyl material which can be wrapped.

A case into which a product such as a book or binder is inserted.

The back of a slipcase.

Material used for securing and reinforcing the corners of a base, lid or tray.

A board in which stain is applied to only one side of board stock (such as brown, black, or red).
A box in which the lid fits completly over the base which results in a full telescope box.

A semi-circular cut made in sides or ends to facilitate opening.

The process of covering the base, lid or tray with paper and covered with adhesive.

A receptacle for which no lid id required.

The part of the wrap which wraps on the inside of the lid or base.
